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attempt and the car that gave Zeccoli a scary ride that snowy day 
at Monza was the start of a long trail that wasn’t to finish until ten 
years later.

By early 1967 sporadic reports and observations of Alfa’s 
daring new project were being announced by the world’s motor 
sporting press, with sneak pictures by Franco Varisco appearing 
in the UK’s Autosport magazine in February. Eventually the press 
was invited to Balocco on March 6th and the wraps were finally 
off the Alfa Romeo Tipo 105.33 sports prototype.

For some time the car was known and referred to purely as 
the Tipo 33, or Type 33. Some have retrospectively given the 1967 
cars the title T33/2, but, throughout that year the only engines 
available to Chiti and Autodelta for the car were of 2-litre capacity 
so there was no need to identify the car in this way. The situation 
was to change as 1967 gave way to 1968 but for this first year of 
the car’s evolution we shall use the simple term T33.

Autosport magazine’s March 10th 1967 issue contained 
a report of the press debut of the new car. As always, Teodoro 
Zeccoli was in attendance undertaking driving duties. Three 
complete cars were available for inspection. Alfa Romeo GB 
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
