HANDLE WITH CARE PRIOR TO FITTING

To ensure it works correctly, follow the correct wiring diagram.

Wiring up wrongly will blow the lighting bar

Pace Note light is a new concept in illuminating your Pace Notes.

PN1R Club – Pace note Light with RED & RED LEDs

PN1W Club – Pace Note Light with WHITE & WHITE LED’s

PN2 Pro – Pace Note Light with WHITE & RED LED’s

Use the RED light for non-Pace Note duties

LED Lighting is polarised and does NOT emit any RAYS of Light, WHITE light provides a powerful illuminated area to read your Pace Notes and only lights up the area it comes into contact with, thus it is ideal for reading Pace Notes without illuminating the whole cockpit.
Before installing, experiment with the best location during darkness, when the ideal position is finalised, attach to the roll cage by inserting the nylon tie-strap through the hole provided, this allows a swivelled adjustment when in use.
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Follow the wiring diagram exactly otherwise you will damage the LEDs.


Always wire through a low amp fuse.
